Special Features of a Personal Narrative

· the telling of a personal experience in the style of a story

· focus on a clear, well-defined incident

· the importance or significance of the event should be clear

· dialogue may be used to develop characters

· order in which events occurred should be clearly shown

· details may be exaggerated and embellished to make the story more interesting

· the past tense is used

· descriptive details are used

· pronouns such as “I”, “me”, “we” and “us” are used

The students

· choose the theme and topic they wish to write about

· use a think/pair/share model to recall memorable moments

· choose one story that they remember well, can tell in detail and would like to write about
